	[bookmark: covers]All enrolled level III EIDBI providers must complete the ASD Strategies in Action training. 
What it covers
ASD Strategies in Action is an online, video-based learning series that covers the characteristics of ASD and evidenced-based strategies to support people with ASD in homes, schools and community settings. The provider will learn strategies to develop a person’s skills in:
Academic growth.
Communication.
Emotional regulation.
Independence.
Joint attention.
Social relationships.
Transitioning and routines.
The online modules include:
90-minute introduction (“Many Faces of Autism”).
Toddler and preschool age.
School age.
Transition age.
It includes the following features to support online learning:
Closed captioning and interactive transcripts.
Comprehension checks.
Continuing education credit.
Optional note-taking tool.
Searchable glossary and reference sections.
How to complete
The ASD Strategies in Action course series is available through the Autism Certification Center. 
Anyone can access the free introductory course, Many Faces of Autism, and the Foundations of Evidence-Based Strategies courses for toddler and preschool age, school age and transition age. To access this free subscription, the provider must: 
1. Go to Autism Certification Center. 
2. Click on "Get Started" at the top right.
3. Fill out the account information and use an email address unique to the individual provider so they receive credit for completing the training.
4. Create an account.
Once the provider creates an account, they will have access to all the online training modules. They should keep their certificate of completion received at the end of the training in their provider file. 
The provider can complete the course at their own pace during the subscription period. They can stop and start the video at any point. If they stop before completing a chapter, the video will restart at the beginning of that chapter. The provider can visit their dashboard to monitor their progress and resume the training where they left off. For more information, refer to Autism Certification Center – Help. 
Required modules for level III providers
Level III providers are only are required to take the 90-minute introduction training and one additional module. The provider/agency may choose the appropriate module that best suits the population with which the provider works:

If a level III provider takes the behavior assessment and planning with evidence-based interventions online training or successfully completes a Registered Behavior Technician (RBT) training, the provider is not required to take the ASD Strategies in Action training.

	DHS created an online training module that helps providers increase their understanding of culturally responsive practices when providing services to people with ASD or related conditions.

The goal of the Cultural Responsiveness in ASD Services training is to help EIDBI providers be aware of and responsive to the needs of people from ethnically diverse communities.

How to provide a culturally appropriate clinical environment.

	CMDE providers and QSPs, along with any providers who help complete the CMDE or ITP, should complete the CMDE and ITP Overview Training.
What it covers
The CMDE and ITP Overview Training provides an overview of:
The CMDE, which is the tool used to diagnose and evaluate a person for potential EIDBI services.
The ITP, which is a person-centered plan of care that is created using the information gathered in the person’s CMDE and specifies the type and amount of medically necessary services the person will receive. 
This training goes through each form step by step and discusses strategies to gather information.

The CMDE and ITP Overview Training is available on TrainLink. The provider must have a unique key to register. If the provider does not have a unique key, refer to TrainLink – Unique key request form.

Differentiate between EIDBI, Children’s Therapeutic Services and Supports (CTSS) and other services for children with ASD and related conditions.
Identify appropriate services for children with ASD and related conditions when making referrals.
How to complete

	[bookmark: rbt]Behavior Assessment and Planning with Evidence-Based Interventions Online Training
	A Registered Behavior Technician (RBT) is certified by the Behavior Analyst Certification Board (BACB) to implement Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA), one of the DHS-recognized treatment modalities. For more information, refer to EIDBI – Treatment modalities – Providers.
DHS is offering a limited amount of seats for level III providers to take courses that meet the RBT online training task list requirements outlined by BACB. The online training is offered independently of the BACB.
What it covers
The training provides a comprehensive, in-depth understanding of how to use functional behavior assessment and positive behavioral intervention planning to decrease interfering behaviors and teach new skills.
The training covers:
ABA with ASD and related conditions.
Recognition of functions of behavior and implementation of positive behavior support plans.
Skill-acquisition procedures.
Interfering or unwanted behavior reduction.
Data collection and measurement.
Documentation and reporting practices.
Ethics and professional practices.
Interviews with other professionals working in the ASD field.
Perspectives from people on the spectrum.
Examples of treatments in home, school and community settings.
How to complete
To receive login access, contact the EIDBI training coordinator using the MN Autism Resource Portal Contact Form.
Time limitation
After accepting the training invitation from the EIDBI training coordinator, the provider has a 180-day window to access it. The provider must complete the training within 180 days to meet the RBT requirements set by BACB. If the online training expires before the provider completes the 40 hours of training, the provider cannot receive an extension because the provider did not meet the requirements.
